Projects include painting, landscaping,
weatherisation and minor repair
services. The  program is an
international program run by Habitat
for Humanity in many countries around
the world: Australia being one of them.

The program now has hooked up with
the Arts and Cultural Imagine Group
who have arranged through the
Council to provide truckloads of mulch
and other support to deliver these
projects in collaboration.

This is the second house project
successfully undertaken in the last six
months with hopefully many more to
come.

The Imagine Arts and Cultural Action
Group idea was born from the
community during the ‘Imagine Your
Rural City Campaign’ in 2010/11. The
concept was for the Council to work in

collaboration with the community to
achieve goals together.

The Arts and Cultural Imagine Action
Group have been very successful
achieving 43 community projects in the
last few years and has another 17
projects currently in the pipeline.

This group is co-ordinated and assisted
by the Council’s Community
Development Staff who work with
individual Community members and
act as the conduit directly to the
Council. Staff attempt to successfully
connect the community with the right
person at the Council to make things
happen.
